Harlow CC Cvyvclo-cross January 28th

A bright and sunny, but bitterly cold day, saw thirty riders line
up for the start of the last race in the Harlow CC series of
cyclo-cross events. A well designed course had been set out in the
wooded area surrounding the Harlow cycle track and club house.
Only eighteen riders completed the race of one hour plus one lap,
vhich was won by a long margin by G.Baker (Ever-Ready). One of the
riders to finish the event was Team Cambridge's Kevin Parker, in
about 14th position. Kevin completed the race on the same machine
with which he started, most of the top riders using two or three
cycles which were changed on nearly every lap. Kevin was often
seen poking about with sticks attempting to clear the mud from his
wheels and gears.

Mildenhall CC Cyclo-cross February 18th

Another bright sunny and spring like day greeted the riders that
took part in this well organised event. The ground was extremely
dry and comparatively free of mud. The circuit had been cleverly
laid out using the sports ground and wooded area adjacent to the
club house. Of the thirtythree riders that started the one hour
plus one lap race, over half of the field completed and was won by
M.Farrow (Rennard CC), Team Cambride's Kevin Parker took a couple
of tumbles whilst attempting to jump some logs, and did very well
to finish the event in 15th position.

This was the first time that the editor (DP) had ever been to

a cyclo-cross event and must admit that he found then very
entertaining.
