Perhaps the former half of this full field had the
more favourable conditions, as rain began falling towards the end
of the event. Fastest rider on the day was Alan Nevark (Ely & Dist)
vith a time of 57.13s. But as this was a VET's event, the actual
winner on standard was Phil Smith- (Norwich ABC) with a plus of
+18.11. For those of you that have not reached the grand old age of
riding a VET event, the race is age related. Each person is given a
standard time which varies with each riders age. The riders actual
riding time is deducted from this standard which should leave a
plus time. Phils time of +18.11 means that, he beat his standard by
eighteen minutes and eleven seconds. Of course like stocks and
shares a rider can end up wvwith a minus time if he/she falils to.beat
the standard. Doug Parker finished the course with a plus of +2.23
wvhich was a ride of 1.08.12. Other local riders, second claim
Freddie Whipp (Cambridge CC) 1.01.56. P.Rivett 1.07.41, P.Baumber
1.18.45. Pete said afterwards that he was suffering the effects of
riding the North Road 50 the previous day. Mick Walsh the only
other Team Cambridge rider on the start sheet was DNS.
