Team Cambridge 10 E3/1 th October

The morning wvas completely
spoilt/ruined by about 100 riders of the 1local CTC who Jjust
happened to pass by as the third rider set off on his way up the
Beechwoods hill. You can imagine how Pauline the timekeeper must
have felt, trying to identify our event riders amongst the hoards
who appeared at the finish area, riding 4-5 and even six abreast!

The Parker masses passed Tony's last event
on the B25/38 on route to the first event of the season at Ipswich.
It was a quick exit from the hillelimb championship at the
Beechwoods, and for the £first time ever, there wasn't any
refreshments served at a club event.

Six club members at the event, with only Kevin and Doug actually
riding, for the twins Kathryn and Samantha this was to be their
third event in seven days. Having previously zizzed through a 10m
TT and hillclimb!
